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Founded in 1928 on mainland China, Acadamia Sinica(Zhongyang Yanjiuyuan) has become the leading academic institution in Taiwan consisting of thirty one research institutes and centers. In addition to her many Nobel Laureates in natural sciences, Academia Sinica is also famous for her world-renown Sinological tradition and receives international recognition for her scholarship in humanities and social sciences.

This presentation aims to offer an introduction of representative Japanese and Korean collections in Academia Sinica. The collections include important library holdings in five institutes of humanities and social sciences that specialize in History and Philology, Ethnology, Modern History, Chinese Literature and Philosophy, and Taiwan History. The collections can be divided into the following four categories according to the dates of publication:

1. Rare books(fine copies or stitch-bound books)                                                    (a) rare Japanese books in Chinese                                  

(b) rare Korean books in Chinese

2.  Materials collected or published during mid 19th to mid 20th century                  (a) Japanese collections of the “Imperial Taiwan Library”            

(b) Japanese books and archives published during the colonial period                                           (c) re-prints of Japanese and Korean historical materials 

3. Modern Japanese and Korean books and periodicals

4. Digital resources and services built during the past decade

To gain a more comprehensive picture, I will provide a brief overview of Japanese and Korean collections in other important libraries in Taiwan. The list will include rare books in National Taiwan University, National Central Library, and National Palace Museum; Japanese collections in National Taiwan University, National Taiwan Library, National Taichung Library, Tainan Municipal Library; and Archives of Taiwan Sotokufu in Taiwan Historica. Important digital resources and ongoing collaboration projects on Japanese and Korean research materials in Taiwan will also be mentioned. 
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
